Tras seis años lejos de su tierra natal, el batería 
y compositor Carlos López Blanco retorna a 
Galicia después de un largo periplo por Bar-
celona, Nueva York y Boston, ciudades que le 
han dejado la marca de la diferencia en cuanto 
a la  perspectiva artística y que le han formado 
en el terreno de lo musical.

El grupo presenta en directo a principios del 
2007 el disco “CLQ” en “Dado Dada” (San-
tiago de Compostela), “Borriquita de Belén” 
(Santiago de Compostela), “Festival IberoJazz” 
(A Coruña), “La Terraza” (Sada) y “Manteca 
Jazz Club” (Vigo).
 

En Abril de este año Carlos crea el “Carlos 
López Sextet” con la participación especial 
del trompetista catalán Raynald Colom y el 
vibrafonista valenciano Arturo Serra. Con 
ellos actúa en el festival de Jazz de Santiago de 
Compostela.
 
Actualmente el baterista gallego está pre-
parando las composiciones de su segundo 
disco a la vez que prepara una gira a nivel 
nacional para el presente verano.

After six years far away from his homeplace, 
Carlos López, drummer and composer, comes 
back to Galicia after a long journey around 
Barcelona, New York and Boston, cities that 
made the difference in his art and contributed 
to develop his conception of music. It was in 
Boston where he studied in the prestigious 
Berklee College of Music thanks to a scholar-
ship awarded by the same university. There 
germinated the band that gave lige to the 
drummer’s compositions. This group (at the 
beginning a quintet) is formed by experiment-
ed musicians (all of them met at Berklee) as 
Yul Ballesteros (guitar), Voro García (Trumpet) 
and Óscar da Graça (piano). Xacobe Martínez 
Antelo (bass from Santiago de Compostela) 
will join them.

History of 
the band

The chemistry born between the members 
of the band will make Carlos López take the 
initiative to bring them to his country for a 
one-week gig on August 2005. They will play 
in several clubs as De cine (Ferrol), “El Náu-
tico” (O Grove) and the Filloa Jazz Club (A 
Coruña) as well as in the music festival Feito 
a Man (Santiago de Compostela). The next  
year the quintet will be turned into quartet 
with Kin García (bass). On July 2006 the band 
will play again at the Filloa Jazz Club and the 
Imasons Jazz Festival (Vigo). In this city they 
will record CLQ , their first work, with original 
compositions by Carlos López and two ver-
sions. The Galician sax Roberto Somoza will 
join them in two tracks. 

At the ending of 2006 Carlos is awarded with 
the first prize of Jazz Composition of the SGAE 
with “Océano”, one of the songs included in 
the CD. 

The band introduces the recording CLQ at the 
beginning of 2007 in the clubs “Dado Dada” 
(Santiago de Compostela), “Borriquita de 
Belén” (Santiago de Compostela), “La Terraza” 
(Sada) y “Manteca Jazz Club” (Vigo) and the 
Jazz Festival IberoJazz.

This April he’ll create the Carlos López Sextet 
with the special performance of the Catalan 
trumpet Raynald Colom and the vibraphonist 
from Valencia Arturo Serra. With them he will 
perform at the Santiago de Compostela Jazz 
Festival. 

Historia del grupo
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A los doce años comienza su pasión por la 
música y en concreto por la batería, tocando 
sobre objetos que encontraba por su casa 
motivado por la influencia musical que 
recibía escuchando discos de Rock, Funk y 
Heavy. Después de un par de años, de manera 
autodidacta y sin instrumento alcanza unos 
conocimientos básicos que le llevan a tocar con 
diferentes bandas locales con las que actúa y 
graba maquetas.
